BRIXHAM TOWN COUNCIL HAS MOVED 
 
Brixham Town Council is excited to announce that they have moved offices to the first floor of the 
Town Hall.  Since 2007, Brixham Town Council has been sited in the Old Police House at the rear 
of the Town Hall, but has outgrown its space with many people finding it difficult to locate them.  
Whilst the old offices served them well, they couldnôt be more excited about the new space.    
 
The new office will give the Council space, visibility and location.   
 
The most important aspect of all is that it will give them the opportunity of offering a more public fac-
ing role within its community.  With this in mind, the Town Council has started advertising for a part-
time Receptionist to carry out those duties. 
 
This move is the start of another chapter where Brixham Town Council are hiring more areas within 
the Town Hall.  There are rooms that range in size from a small informal meeting space for 4 people, 
to meeting rooms for up to 10/15 people and the largest room of all being the Scala Hall which has a 
capacity of up to 200 people.  The rooms range in suitability for meetings, conferences, parties, 
wedding receptions and much more. 
 
Also on offer at the Town Hall are a range of hot desk memberships giving you a flexible workspace 
with access to meeting rooms as well as individual units suitable for new or small businesses.

Brixham Town Council Planning & Regeneration Committee 
 
The Planning and Regeneration Committee meet once a month.  Their meetings are timed to en-
sure that any decisions made can be reported to Torbay Council in time for their Development 
Management Committee meetings. 
 
Planning applications are one of the major aspects of this committee.  Brixham Town Council are 
statutory consultees and as such have a right to consider all planning applications that have been 
submitted to Torbay Council within the Brixham Parish boundary and within a three mile radius of 
the boundary.   
 
Our Councillors look at the applications online, discuss any concerns with fellow Councillors and 
planning officers at Torbay.   
 
All meetings are open to the public and residents have an opportunity to attend and voice their 
opinions on the applications.  The Town Council can only give recommendations to Torbay and 
decisions are based on factors such as the Brixham Peninsula Neighbourhood Plan and Torbay 
Local Plan.  The ultimate decision on any application is with Torbay Council. 
 
This committee is very active and they also look at Licencing applications and Highways issues.  
They also work closely with Brixham Future and consider regeneration ideas for the Town.

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Celebration of volunteers in Brixham 
 
On Saturday 10

th
 June the first Brixham óCelebrating volunteersô event ótook place. Brixham Town 

Council and Torbay Community Development Trust worked together organising the event. The 
purpose was to give volunteers a free cream tea in recognition of the contribution they make to 
our communities every day.   
 
Thanks go to the volunteers who made this such a successful celebration ï approximately 80 
volunteers came along. Victoria Campbell and I were kept busy serving free cream teas 
throughout the afternoon. As it was so busy, we did not have time to talk to volunteers as much 
as we would have liked. 
 
Brixham has a rich variety of voluntary groups which bring great benefit to the town. They range 
from beavers and brownies to chess and stamp clubs. Volunteers provide activities, information 
or support to others. Volunteers carry out maintenance on Shoalstone Pool, they serve in shops 
to raise funds and arrange flowers at churches. Volunteers keep organisations going by being 
the chairperson, secretary or treasurer.  We did try our hardest to contact every group we were 
aware of. Due to an I.T. hiccup some invites may have not been delivered.   
 
Volunteers are central to the work of countless charities and other organisations. They are a 
valuable presence in many communities, making a difference in places as diverse as sports 
clubs, libraries, schools and hospitals.

Whatôs happening at Brixham Town Council 
 
Health Working Group 
The working group have set up a smaller group to look at Mental Health and what support 
should be available.  Two priorities are (1) training to help businesses identify people with mental 
health and how they can help people who struggle with issues to become mentors themselves 
and help others. 
 
Town Centre Toilets 
Town Councillors have been experiencing a high volume of complaints on the cleanliness of the 
central toilets.  At the Full Council meeting on 31st August, the Council resolved to write to 
Torbay Council to complaint about the level of cleanliness which is seriously below standard and 
that the stench that eludes from these toilets is beyond satisfaction.  Brixham Town Council 
request that the toilets are deep cleaned with the two broken toilets in the ladies repaired within 
the next 14 days of writing.  Brixham Town Council are also investigating the feasibility of 
running the town centre toilets.  
 
Brixham Neighbourhood Peninsula Forum 
The neighbourhood plan has been submitted and we are currently waiting for Torbay Council to 
announce the consultation. 
 
Allotments 
All allotment agreements have been issued for the year commencing 1st October 2017.  
Allotment holders are reminded that the payment deadline has now passed and if you have not 
already done so, payment should be made as soon as possible.  If you are interested in having 
an allotment, please contact Brixham Town Council to add your details to the waiting list. 
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Another Shoalstone Summer comes to a close 
 
It has been a busy season for Shoalstone ï both at the pool and behind the scenes! 
 
Our new caretaker, Charlie Gorton, has been working part-time on maintenance and general site 
improvement, and has been a real asset to the team. We have been handed responsibility for 
maintaining the Green and the toilets so this role has become more important than ever! 
 
Our lifeguard crew was again headed up by Sam Evans as pool manager, and it was great to 
see familiar faces back on board as well as some new additions. We pride ourselves on being 
the only lifeguarded seawater swimming space in Torbay, offering a safe environment for 
swimmers of all ages.  
 
The heatwave in June and July saw a huge amount of visitors flock to the poolside, the cool 
seawater the perfect antidote to the hot sun! Visitor numbers dropped off a bit as the clouds 
rolled in during August, but we have still had plenty of footfall. 
 
One of the most exciting developments this summer has been the diversification into offering 
different watersports at the site: notably Stand Up Paddleboarding with SUP Fitness Devon and 
Scuba Diving with Delta Dive School. We are hoping to work with a variety of watersports 
providers as our Shoalstone Revival project develops, so if you have an idea for an activity to 
offer at the pool then please get in touch!  
 
The consultation process for the Shoalstone Revival project has been ongoing throughout the 
summer after its launch in May, with lots of people sharing their thoughts with us both face to 
face and online. This process came to a close with an event at Scala Hall on 7

th
 September, and 

we are now working with our architects to prepare for the first phase of funding applications.  
 
As part of this, Shoalstone Pool Limited has converted to a Community Interest Company. This 
has not really altered our operations as a group of committed volunteers, but sits much more 
closely with our aims as a community focused organisation ï and opens the door to funding 
streams that were previously inaccessible to us. 
 
Alongside our quest to secure a large sum of money to protect and enhance the pool for future 
generations, we continue to be extremely grateful for donations from pool users and the wider 
community.  
 
Special thanks to Geoff and Lynn at the Golden Lion for their fantastic fundraising efforts over 
Bank Holiday weekend which raised an amazing Ã1450. Thanks to everyone who took part and 
to all the generous individuals and businesses who donated prizes for the raffle.  
 
Thanks must also go as always to the Friends of Shoalstone Pool and to our business sponsors, 
and to everyone who has put their money in our donation boxes when visiting our site ï look out 
for our new mine which is making on-site donations even easier!   
 
Although the pool is now closed for regular swimming until next May, we hope to be able to open 
for some special events over the winter months ï look out for details on our website at 
www.shoalstonepool.com. 
 
And if you are joining the journey of óThe Taleô across Torbay in 
September you will get the opportunity to see the pool in a very 
different light as it becomes the focus of a piece of performance 
art.

BRIXHAM HERITAGE MUSEUM 
 
At the end of October Brixham Museum shuts its doors to the public until February half-term. It 
has been a busy year, what with a major refurbishment and several new displays. Paradoxically 
abolishing entrance fees proved surprisingly profitable. In the past we charged a stiffish payment 
before allowing you in; now we ask people to make a donation afterwards if they have enjoyed 
themselves. And they must have enjoyed themselves because they do pay up - anything from 
pennies to Ã20 notes. And the number of visitors has more than tripled.   
 
Donations alone cannot keep the museum open and we are grateful for grants from the local 
councils. Mind you we feel we provide a pretty useful service. Seaside towns need somewhere to 
take the kids on a rainy day and we have won awards for the way we keep children happy. But it 
isnôt just kids and rainy days ï recently on sunny days outside the school holidays we have been 
getting over 150 adults. The refurbishments - done by unpaid volunteers - helped ensure they 
were satisfied customers.  
 
And we do an awful lot more than catering for visitors: we publish local history books; 
enthusiastic volunteers run our print and photographic archives, our archaeological digs, our 
outreach, our quizzes, and our very resourceful family history unit. They managed to trace my 
ancestors back to the 1520s but any hopes of a royal connection were dashed when I found my 
great grandfather was a órag pickerô.   Donôt forget to come and see us next year!
